from misuse and improper maintenance. Power tools tend to pose more
obvious threats, and there are many required and recommended safety

measures associated with them.

“We are introducing a new 1-day, NQF 1 handyman training course for
handymen and their assistants, maintenance technicians and artisans to
ensure they know how to handle tools properly and improve safety in the
workplace. Although large equipment might seem like a more threatening
problem, effective training on the safe use of hand and power tools is equally

as important,” Natasja says.

delegates with the knowledge of how to identify and select the right tools for the



job, how to use and maintain hand and power tools, and how to respond to an
